Parent Teacher Conferences:  Don’t forget!  Parent Teacher conferences will be held on Thursday, October 12th (Gr. 5-8) and Friday, October 13th (Gr. 1-4).  Schedules for Grades 1-5 are attached.  If you need to reschedule please call the office @ 637-4157.  Jr. High parent conferences are not scheduled or mandatory, but parents may phone the office to schedule conferences with individual teachers as needed.  Progress reports for Grades 6-8 will be available in advance so that you have a sense of your student’s current overall performance prior to calling for an appointment.
Safety Issues:  The school is careful to provide adequate supervision before school, during recess and lunch, and after school until 2:45.  We also have an Extended Care program to provide for students whose parents cannot pick them up by the usual 2:30 dismissal time.  Other than Extended Care, however, after-school supervision is not available after 2:45 p.m.  For this reason, parents who attend sports events in the gym are asked to make sure that any children who accompany them remain in the gym under their supervision.  During recent games, there have been unattended students, from a variety of grades, playing, and running both on the fields and around the eating area.  Please help us assure your child’s safety by not allowing them to roam unsupervised on the campus.
