Dearest Parents and SHPS Community,

When was the last time you felt God so powerfully that you had no words to describe it,
that it took your breath away, or brought you to your knees? When was the last time you
found yourself in such a state of quiet mindfulness that you were able to hear, to listen, to
feel what He was telling you? | woke up with a vision in my heart Tuesday morning that
could only be an answer to what | have been praying for over the last several weeks. |'ve
been asking this one question for a while, but not being stil or quiet long enough to hear
the answer, and it was such a simple answer when | finally saw it. In this moment of clar-
ity, there was no fear that the vision could never be a reality. There was no fear that |
might be hurt, rejected or that | might fail. There was only a promise of love, and so | took
the first step towards that vision | was given in complete openness and vulnerability, and |
was rewarded and encouraged with a sliver of hope. And that's a start. To recognize the
signs of God, we need to really pay attention to what brings us joy (or some other emo-
tional response). We need to sit with that feeling for a while, long enough to feel His pres-
ence in it, and Lent is the perfect time for that. Taking a moment to slow down and spend
some time with ourselves, reflecting on where we are in that moment and appreciating
the wholeness of that emotion for what it is can have such a profound affect on our out-
look. Lent can be, “a time when we find ourselves in the place where we pay attention to
our stirrings-in that place of deep stillness where the hunger of our souls and the heart of
